Dear Parent 
I am delighted to have welcomed your children back to school this week and would like to extend a particular warm welcome to the parents and carers of our new S1. Our new S1 have coped very well with the huge change that the move to secondary school involves and we are doing all we can to make sure that their experience continues to be a happy and successful one.
Below are some points of information that may be helpful to you as we progress through this term:

Absence: 
Should your child be absent from school please contact us before 8.30am on 0141 778 3714, providing the reason for and anticipated length of absence. Due to the complex health needs of some pupils, could I ask for your support in reporting all instances of Covid to us. If your child is presenting with Covid symptoms please take appropriate steps to minimise what is significant risk to other pupils in our school. 

We cannot accept information from escorts in relation to absence; your understanding is appreciated. 

Health conditions:
Should your child require medication in school, personal care support or have asthma we will ask that you complete a Medical Plan with your child’s key adult (the Principal Teacher linked to their year group, details below). As pupils in S2-S6 completed this before summer, we only require this documentation from our new S1 parents. Mrs Ellis will be in touch in due course with further information. If health needs change, plans will be up-dated – please speak to the relevant key adult to do so. 
Consent forms:
Enclosed is a generic consent form; please return this to us as soon as possible to allow your child to experience all the curricular opportunities that take place in the local community or to attend trips to other venues further afield. Without this consent, your child will not be permitted to leave the school premises. Details of excursions and visits out with the local area are shared prior to trips taking place.

Staffing news

You will be aware that we have moved to a developmental class structure to better suit the needs of all pupils in our school. This has meant a change in the structure of the leadership team too. Mrs Grant, Depute Head, will now oversee the Teaching and Learning remit in our school ensuring that classroom experiences are engaging, appropriate and accessible to all as well as supporting post school transitions.  She leads a team including 2 Principal Teachers; Mrs Taylor, recently returned from Maternity Leave and Ms Graham.  

Mrs Wilson, also recently returned from Maternity Leave, has taken over the pastoral care and support remit for S1-S6. She is supported to do so by 3 Principal Teachers who are the key adult for pupils in the following year groups: 
S1 and S6: Mrs Ellis (Designated Care Experienced Manager)

S2 and S5: Ms Ralph 

S3 and S4: Mrs MacQueen 

Concerns and queries related to your child’s wellbeing or learning experiences should be directed to these key adults in the first instance. 

We are fortunate to have welcomed several new staff to our school this session, with some of our excellent supply staff securing permanent posts and several new colleagues joining us too. 

We have welcomed 4 new Support for Learning Workers too and our pupils already benefit from their contribution to school life and compassionate care.

27th November: Family Learning Event 

29th November: Christmas Market 

3rd December: S1-S3 Parents’ Evening

Keeping Connected: 

Over and above the role of the Principal Teacher as a key adult, we are finalising arrangements to ensure Showbie is updated for this session very soon; this app will allow you a window into the experiences of your child on a daily basis, with teachers regularly posting work and photos that will hopefully support discussion and interaction between you and your child about the school day. We understand that for many of our pupils there is a disconnect between home and school and are keen to use technology to bridge that gap and keep you feeling included and informed about school life.
